LIBRARY NEWS 

ArƟcle on reading for pleasure:  

An interesƟng arƟcle was shared by NaƟonal Library last week 
that has lots of valuable informaƟon about supporƟng our 
tamariki to develop a love of reading. The link is below but 
some of the key points were: 

• Reading out loud to children, even once they can read 
themselves, has huge wide-ranging beneĮts. Importantly, 
the research shows that children who are read to daily are 
far more likely to form their own habit of reading daily too.  

• Children who see their whānau and other signiĮcant adults 
enjoying reading, are more likely to read for enjoyment 
themselves.  

• Children need to hear and experience posiƟve language 
around reading - that it is something that can be enjoyed by 
all. If it starts to feel like a chore, or 
something to be tested, assessed 
and "worked on/to be good at", 
the element of pleasure can quickly 
subside, and be hard to recover. 
Everyone can be a reader!
